Key ingredients:
Glycolic Acid (2%) - an alpha hydroxy acid (AHA) that is excellent for oily skin types.

Salicylic Acid (2%) - a calming lipophilic beta hydroxy acid (BHA) that helps promote
a clear complexion.

Lactic Acid (2%) — an alpha hydroxy acid (AHA) naturally found in milk and sugars.
It is part of the skin’s natural moisturizing factor (NMF) and moisturizes the skin.

Totarol — an extract from the New Zealand totara tree that is a gentle antioxidant and
purifying agent.

Glutathione - an endogenous antioxidant that is produced naturally by the body.

Hydrogen Peroxide — a topical oxygen source effective in purifying the skin.

Cleanse Acne and breakout-prone skin
1. Facial Wash Oily/Problem - Cleanse the area of treatment thoroughly. Rinse Oily skin
and pat dry. Deep pore cleansing and
extractions
F’rep/oleg rease Pregnancy (patients should

check with their obstetrician)
Lactation (patients should
check with their obstetrician)

2. Toner - Apply with a cotton pad to prep (degrease) the skin.

3. Steam - You may turn on your steamer at this time and leave it on for the
duration of the massage (remember not to combine steam with any other
PCA SKIN® peels).

4. Detox Gel Deep Pore Treatment — Before using, gently agitate the product.
Dispense a nickel-sized amount into your peel dish. Using your small fan brush,
apply onto the areas of treatment, concentrating on areas of breakouts. Using
gloved hands, gently massage the product into the skin for approximately three
to five minutes. You may apply more Detox Gel to continue your massage if the
product dries on the skin. This is typically not necessary if using in conjunction
with steam.

= Use the scale of 1 to 10 to gauge sensitivity. Fan the skin to keep the patient
cool. Allow Detox Gel to penetrate. The skin will have a slightly flushed
appearance.

= The maximum number of layers is one.

5. Extractions - If needed, you may now perform gentle extractions. Impurities )
should be purged from the follicles with ease. Maximum Layers: 1

= Using a cotton pad, swipe the areas of extractions with toner
to clean and soothe any inflammation that is present.

Note: You may use toners on sensitive skin types.
